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This submission corresponds to peptides identified from proteomics analysis of tryptic digests of either Calu-3 or 2B4 (sorted Calu-3 cells with high ACE2 expression) cells infected with either avian (A/VN/1203/04) or swine influenza (A/CA/04/09) or SARS virus (SARS Urbani). For avian influenza, cells were either mock-infected or infected with virus in triplicate at a MOI of 1 and then harvested at 0, 3, 7, 12, 18, and 24 h post-infection. For swine influenza, cells were either mock-infected or infected with virus in triplicate at a MOI of 3 and then harvested at 0, 3, 7, 12, 18, 24, 30, 36, and 48 h post-infection. For SARS, cells were either mock-infected or infected with virus in triplicate at a MOI of 5 and then harvested at 0, 3, 7, 12, 24, 30, 36, and 48 h post-infection. For each virus experiment, aliquots of infected cell proteins were combined to create two pools corresponding to early (0, 3, and 7 h for avian influenza; 0, 3, 7, and 12 h for SARS) and late (12, 18, and 24 h for avian influenza; 24, 30, 36, and 48 h for SARS) infection (aliquots of all time points were combined for swine influenza), as well as mock-infection (all time points) and each pool was then subjected to tryptic digestion, followed by strong-cation exchange fractionation.
